EXHIBITOR COMPLIANCE 

The rules and regulations contained in The Bolton Fair Exhibitor Guide are the conditions under which all entries are accepted. 
Exhibitors are urged to study these rules carefully before making application for entries. A signed entry serves as an agreement to 

comply with all rules and regulations contained within this book and all other official Bolton Fair publications (including changes 
posted within our website). 

Incomplete and/or unsigned entries will be returned with any accompanying payment.

ALL EXHIBITORS  
1. All Livestock Shows are Open Shows or Junior Shows: Beef and Dairy Cattle, Sheep, Poultry, Waterfowl, Pigeons, Rabbit and 

Swine.  
2. All livestock must be owned by the Exhibitor. Exhibitor must bring proof of ownership for each animal shown.  
3. Registration papers are to be made available at the time of check in and for the duration of the Fair.  
4. Owners, Exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or responsible persons shall provide animal health certificates from licensed veterinarians 

upon request by Fair or Livestock Committee.  
5. 2011 Massachusetts Fair Animal Health Rules are conditions for entry into The Bolton Fair. The State Veterinarian or Livestock 

Committee MUST check all animals on arrival at the Fairgrounds before penning.  
6. All animals entered must be in good health and in proper physical condition and will be examined at the exhibition. Any animals 

showing evidence of poor condition or infectious or contagious disease will be required to leave the fairgrounds immediately. 
The Livestock Committee and/or State Veterinarian’s decision is final.  

7. The Livestock and Fair Committees and Judges reserve the right to reject any or all animals/exhibits they deem are not 
desirable or properly entered.  

8. The Judge/Livestock Committee reserves the right to combine or split classes based on the number of entries entered in the 
class.  

9. In all questions, the decision of the Judge is final.  
10. All Exhibitors will be under the direction of the Livestock Committee and they will exercise every reasonable care in the 

protection of exhibits, but in no case will the Livestock Committee or The Bolton Fair be responsible for any loss or damage by 
or arising from any animal or exhibit; and to defend and indemnify The Bolton Fair and the Directors thereof against all claims 
and liability in regard thereto. Upon this condition only are entries accepted.  

11. The Bolton Fair is an educational activity. Exhibitors are expected to exercise good sportsmanship, cooperation, and honesty 
and have a positive social behavior towards others. Their conduct shall always reflect the highest standard of honor and dignity 
to promote the advancement of agricultural education.  

12. Paid admissions into The Bolton Fair help to pay premiums and other expenses and help to keep the Fair going for another 
year. In the “Spirit” of The Bolton Fair, please be mindful of the number of people you expect to get free admission when 
bringing your animal to exhibit.  

13. Exhibitors may sell, after judging, only animals/exhibits entered in The Bolton Fair, with the permission of the Livestock or 
Bolton Fair Committee. If this regulation is not met, the animals will be asked to leave the Fairgrounds.  

14. The Bolton Fair will not be responsible for any animals bought and sold at any show.  
15. The Bolton Fair Committee reserves the right to ask any Exhibitor to leave the fairgrounds if any infraction of the rules is not 

followed.  
16. Additional rules for each animal show are listed on the following pages. Please read carefully .  
17. Overnight parking is first come, first served. Please be respectful of your neighbors. Quiet hours are 10:00 pm - 6:00 am. This 

includes generators and loud music.  
18. Only dogs participating in an exhibit and service dogs with proper signage will be allowed on the Fairgrounds.  
19. Please be advised that in the evenings fairgoers may be walking through the animal show area to see the animals.  
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JUNIOR EXHIBITORS  
1. Junior Exhibitors and Handlers are required to wear clean white shirts or 4-H T-shirts with white or tan pants and suitable 

shoes. No shorts, bathing suits, sandals or bare feet will be allowed. This is a State Requirement for participation and premium 
eligibility.  
Note: The Junior Beef Show requires a western shirt and black pants. 

2. Junior Exhibitors are boys and girls under 20 years of age as of January 1st of current year. Exception: Junior Rabbit Show. 
See show for age requirement.  

3. Junior Exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at The Bolton Fair, without assistance from family and 
friends. The classes will be judged on fitting and conditioning of the animal, training and handling of the animal, showmanship 
methods used and the Exhibitor’s appearance and conduct in the ring. Animals must also be shown in the breed class.  

4. Junior Exhibitors are welcome to stay on the fairgrounds overnight but must have adult supervision.  
 
 

ENTRY INFORMATION  
1. In order to exhibit at The Bolton Fair, please complete and submit the appropriate entry form(s) and fees.  

A separate entry form must be used for each show. Entry forms may be copied, if necessary.  
 
2. ONLY ENTRIES POSTMARKED AND RECEIVED IN THE FAIR OFFICE BY JULY 15, 2011 WILL BE ACCEPTED.  
 
3. ALL ENTRIES POSTMARKED AND RECEIVED AFTER JULY 15, 2011 WILL BE RETURNED. NO EXCEPTIONS.  
 
4. NO DAY OF SHOW ENTRIES ACCEPTED.  
 
5. ENTRIES MUST BE MAILED TO THE BOLTON FAIR, INC., PO BOX 154, BOLTON, MA 01740.  

(Do not mail your entries to the chair).  
 
6. Only entries on the current year dated entry blank will be accepted.  

(Entry forms may be copied, if necessary)  
 
7. Only signed entries acknowledging and agreeing to adhere to the 2011 Bolton Fair’s General Rules for Livestock Exhibitors and 

the 2011 Commonwealth of Massachusetts, Department of Agricultural Resources/Fairs Animal Health Rules will be accepted.  
 
8. ENTRIES THAT ARE INCOMPLETE OR NOT SIGNED/DATED WILL BE RETURNED.  
 
9. Livestock Exhibitors enter at Gate 1 for access to their animal show area.  
 
10. All animals must be penned and vehicles removed from the animal show area to the proper parking area by:  
 

Thursday, August 11, and Friday, August 12 - 11:00AM;  Saturday, August 13, and Sunday, August 14 - 8:00AM. 
 
11. The Bolton Fair funds the premiums. Premiums will be mailed to winners.  

 
 

EXHIBIT AREA INFORMATION  
1. Livestock Exhibitors will be required to maintain their respective areas in a clean and orderly condition at all times.  
2. Dirty, sick or unruly animals will not be permitted to compete and will be sent home at the Livestock Committee and/or Judge’s 

discretion.  
3. Each Exhibitor shall furnish feed, hay, and water containers. Water is available on the fairgrounds.  
4. Exhibitors must provide own bedding.  
5. Each Exhibitor is welcome to decorate his/her space to make the barn more appealing and educational.  
6. At the close of the Fair on Sunday, each Exhibitor is requested to help the Livestock Committee/Chair break down the pens 

(Sheep and Swine).

DEPARTURE INFORMATION  
1. No animals will be dismissed before 6:00 pm.  
2. No trailers will be permitted in front of the barns/tents for loading of exhibits before 6:00 pm.  
3. Premiums and awards will be forfeited for the Exhibitor who removes any animals before 6:00 pm.  
4. Before departing the Fairgrounds at 6:00 pm, each Exhibitor is responsible for cleaning up their respective area and moving 

soiled bedding to the designated manure piles. Wheelbarrows and pitchforks will be provided. Premiums will be forfeited for 
any Exhibitor who chooses not to follow this regula tion.  

5. At the close of the Fair on Sunday, each Exhibitor is requested to help the Livestock Committee/Chair break down the pens

 COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUSETTS  

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES  
 
 
In addition to complying with all laws and regulations governing animal health issues (M.G.L. C. 129 §§14D, 14E, 44 and 330 CMR 
4.03, 4.07, 16.03), all fairs must adopt and enforce the following rules for governance of the fair:  
 

2011 Fairs - Animal Health Rules 
 

NO animal will be admitted to the fairgrounds unles s it meets the requirements below. NO animal is to be unloaded or 
enter a barn or tie-out stall until the animal and its paperwork have been inspected and approved for entry.  

 
General Rules for All Animals 

 
1. All animals must be in proper physical condition , be properly identified and free of visual evidenc e of infectious, 
contagious or parasitic disease at time of arrival.  Specific diseases and conditions which will disqua lify an animal for 
entry are identified for each species in the follow ing sections of the rules. Animals of any species w ith open or draining 
wounds will not be approved for entry.  
2. Evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease or failure to produce the necessary documen ts for health 
certification, vaccination or testing will result i n the animal's rejection for entry. All livestock m ust have proper ID. For 
animals identified by microchip, readers must be av ailable to the Inspectors. THE INSPECTOR'S DECISION  IS FINAL.  
3. SEE INDIVIDUAL REQUIREMENTS FOR EACH SPECIES LIS TED BELOW.   
 
Poultry  
1. No poultry will be admitted to a fairground until it has been individually inspected.  
2. All poultry must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: infectious bronchitis, coryza, pullorum-typhoid, fowl-pox, 
external parasites and laryngotracheitis.  
3. Each bird must be accompanied by written proof (ID card or test report) that the breeding flock was blood-tested negative for 
pullorum-typhoid within one year prior to entry date.  
4. Birds from quarantined states will not be permitted entry.  
5. All birds over 16 weeks of age as of January 1, 2011 shall be individually leg banded with a state leg band. This includes out of 
state exhibitors.  
6. No bird vaccinated for laryngotracheitis within thirty days of the fair will be admitted.  
 
Cattle, Goats and Camelids (Llamas, Alpacas, etc.)  
1. All animals entering a Massachusetts fairground from out-of-state or from within Massachusetts must be accompanied by a valid 
health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious 
disease and exposure to such disease. Cattle and Camelids must be identified by ear tag, tattoo, registration or microchip. Note 
that all animals, goats, kids, calves and crias pre sented, regardless of age, must be individually lis ted and identified on the 
health certificate – this includes any new animals born during the fair season. Documents of health certification for out of state 
animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be accompanied by a certificate of 
examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the contact information for the veterinarian signing the 
certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These certificates must be available upon request to fair 
inspectors. Health Certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These documents will be accepted for the entire fair season 
in Massachusetts.  
2. All of the above animals must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and conditions: foot rot, mange, pink-eye, 
ringworm, warts, cow-pox and open or draining wounds.  
3. In addition, all Goats must also be free of sore mouth and scrapie exposure. Based on the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program 
(FSEP), goats of any age or sex brought to a show or exhibition from either out of state or within state must possess a USDA 
approved individual identification tag, tattoo, or electronic implant consistent with the requirements of the FSEP and Massachusetts 
Emergency Order 1-AHO-06. Information regarding approved tags, tattoos, and electronic implants is available from the USDA-
APHIS office in Sutton, MA at 508-363-2290.  
4. Blue Tongue testing is required for Camelids originating from outside the Commonwealth. Exception: Animals from a USDA 
declared "Low Incident State" are exempt. Note: the six New England states and New York are declared low incident states.  
5. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all cattle be currently vaccinated for rabies.  
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Swine  
1. All swine entering a Massachusetts fairground must be accompanied by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited 
veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure to such disease. 
Documents of health certification for out-of-state animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state 
animals may be accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the 
contact information for the veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These 
certificates must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These 
documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.  
2. Swine must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and conditions: erysipelas, atrophic rhinitis, mange and open or 
draining wounds.  
3. All swine must be identified by an official ear tag or registration.  
4. No person shall import into Massachusetts from outside the state any swine which have been pseudorabies vaccinated (M.G.L. c. 
129 §14E). No person shall import into Massachusetts swine from Stage I or Stage II Pseudorabies states.  
5. All swine shall originate from qualified pseudorabies-free herds or monitored herds in qualified pseudorabies-free states only. The 
pseudorabies status of the exhibitor’s state can be obtained from the State Veterinarian’s office in each state.  
 
Sheep  
1. Sheep entering a Massachusetts fairground must have a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying 
that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure to such disease. Documents of health 
certification for out of state animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be 
accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the contact information 
for the veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These certificates must be 
available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These documents will be 
acceptable for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.  
2. Sheep must be free from visual evidence of foot rot, sore mouth, pink eye, ringworm, and open and draining wounds.  
3. No sheep will be allowed entry from flocks in which Scrapie has been diagnosed or in which animals are under surveillance for 
Scrapie during the previous eighteen months. Based on the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program (FSEP), sheep of any age or sex 
brought to a show or exhibition from either out of state or within state must possess a USDA approved individual identification tag, 
tattoo, or electronic implant consistent with the requirements of the FSEP and Massachusetts Emergency Order 1-AHO-06. 
Information regarding approved tags, tattoos, and electronic implants is available from the USDA-APHIS office in Sutton, MA at 508-
363-2290.  
4. No sheep will be permitted entry from flocks in which Soremouth has existed or in which Soremouth Vaccine has been 
administered in the previous sixty days.  
5. While not required, it is strongly recommended that sheep be currently vaccinated against rabies.  
 
Equine  
1. All equines entering a Massachusetts fairground must have a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian 
certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure to such disease. Documents of health 
certification for out of state animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be 
accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the contact information 
for the veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These certificates must be 
available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These documents will be 
acceptable for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.  
2. All equines must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and conditions: mange, ringworm, soring, strangles, and 
open or draining wounds.  
3. All equines originating from within and outside of the Commonwealth must have a negative USDA-approved EIA test (i.e., 
Coggins test or ELISA test) dated within twelve months of entry. A detailed description of the horse must appear on the test form, 
and must match the description that appears on the health certificate.  
4. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all equines be vaccinated for rabies, tetanus and EEE within one year of the 
fair.  
 
Rabbits  
1. Rabbits must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: snuffles, wet tail, skin and ear infections.  
 
Dogs and Cats  
1. All dogs and cats must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: kennel cough, distemper, hepatitis, parvo, ringworm 
and mange.  
2. All dogs and cats over six months of age must have a valid and current vaccination certificate for rab ies.  
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PRESIDENT’S AWARD   
Awarded annually to a youth and an adult 

who has continually displayed outstanding exhibits in the hall. 
 
 

L IVESTOCK EXHIBITORS’ AWARDS  
Awarded to the young livestock exhibitor who best demonstrates  

the ideals of humane care and handling of his or her animals.

in recognition of proficiency demonstrated at the Fair,  
and to encourage his or her continual growth in good husbandry practices.

2. ALL ANIMALS MUST BE OWNED BY THE EXHIBITOR FOR AT LEAST 30 DAYS. 
3. ENTRY FEE is $3.00 per animal. Each entry must be on a separate sheet for each 

exhibitor, and on an official entry form, or a photocopy on an identical sheet size. Be 
sure to list breed on entry form. Use one side of the paper only. Make checks payable 
to THE BOLTON FAIR. Mail entry forms and fees to: The Bolton Fair, P.O. Box 154, 
Bolton, MA 01740.  

4. Check-in by 9:00AM.  
5. Breed classes will take place both Saturday and Sunday. All Exhibitors who show 

must be present for breed classes on both days or forfeit their premiums. 
6. No individual sheep may compete in more than one class, except in group classes, where it is required that any sheep shown 

in a group class must have previously been shown in an individual class. Animals shown in market lamb class may not be 
shown in any other classes.  

7. Only two premiums will be allowed any Exhibitor in a singles class, and only one premium in a group class. In class where 
there is no competition, awards will be made according to the merit of the animals in the opinion of the Judge.
